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PREFACE (FE)

It is my great joy and unique privilege to present this maiden issue of the Catholic
Translation Journal. 1 wish to congratulate and thank the Director and collaborators of
the “Freinademetz Center” in Rome for undertaking this project and providing this
important service not only to the Catholic Church in China but to the universal Catholic
Church as well.

The aim of the Catholic Translation Journal is to provide access for scholars in China,
both Christian and non-Christian, to non-Chinese Christian, and specifically Catholic,
scholarship in the areas of philosophy and theology, spirituality and scripture, Church
history and Christian art. The journal will therefore focus on the translation of short,
article-size works of Christian and Catholic scholarship in any of the major languages of
research, such as English, French, German, Italian, Spanish, etc. Its target readership
includes: the Chinese Catholic youth (to help them deepen their understanding of the
Church); seminary students and religious (to provide them with useful resources for their
theological, philosophical, and spiritual formation); and Chinese scholars of Christianity,
particularly non-Christians (to make accessible to them results of foreign scholarship in
their fields). Its distribution, therefore, is primarily to the Chinese market, i.c., to
research institutes, universities, seminaries, religious communities, dioceses, and
individuals in Mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Macau, and certain sinological
institutes in Europe and America.

The journal, therefore, aims to act as a bridge between the Catholic Church in China and
the Universal Catholic Church. As such, the journal is obviously only a limited bridge as
it makes possible only one way of what should be a two-way exchange of information.
Limited though it may be, it nevertheless allows for an important flow of information. It
is hoped, moreover, that in the not-too-distant future the other direction in the flow of
information will be taken up as a challenge by other institutes, centers or groups, if not
by the “Freinademetz Center” itself.

The “Freinademetz Center” in Rome is an initiative of the Society of the Divine Word
(SVD) estsablished on 29 January 2007 “to serve the China concerns of the Church in
Rome and thus help it to enter more deeply and more competently into dialogue with
China.” As such, the Center seeks to undertake projects or activities that would realize this
goal such as: (1) setting up a library of sinological materials, especially Chinese-language
books and journals, for use by researchers, particularly Chinese ecclesiastical students in
Rome; (2) providing academic and non-academic assistance to Chinese ecclesiastical
personnel training in Rome; (3) gathering and sharing information and/or documentation
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on China and Christianity in China; (4) finding opportunities to present China,
particularly Christianity in China, to the ecclesiastical and other public in Rome and
Europe; (5) networking with other entities concerned with Christianity in China; (6)
facilitating exchanges on China among Church entities in Rome; (7) keeping contact
with and hosting Chinese scholars and other scholars on China.

The Center is located at the entrance to the compound of the SVD Curia Generalitia at
Via dei Verbiti 1, 00154 Roma. It is named after St. Joseph Freinademetz, one of the first
two SVD missionaries sent to China by the Founder, St. Arnold Janssen. Along with the
Founder, Joseph Freinademetz was canonized by Pope John Paul II on 05 October 2003
on St. Peter’s Square.

Joseph Freinademetz was born on 15 April 1852 in the tiny hamlet of Oies in Abtei,
Badia, in the Dolomites of South Tyrol. Ordained in 1875 originally as a diocesan priest
of the diocese of Brixen (Bressanone), he applied three years afterwards to the
newly-founded Society of the Divine Word in Steyl, Holland. In 1879 he was sent with
Johannes Anzer to the Society’s first mission in South Shantung, China. There he lived
and worked as “a tireless preacher of the Gospel, outstanding in words and deeds” until
his death on 28 January 1908. He evangelized the Chinese by allowing himself to be
evangelized by them - transforming himself into a Chinese among the Chinese,
acquiring the heart and mentality of a Chinese, and becoming one with them in their
hopes and fears, joys and anguish. His own words, written at different times to his family
in Val Badia, testify to the depth of his self-transformation: “I love China and the
Chinese, and I would die a thousand deaths for them” (1886); “I am now more Chinese
than Tyrolese, and I would like to remain a Chinese also in heaven” (1891); “As for
myself, [ really love my dear Chinese and 1 have no other desire than to live and die
among them” (1892).

It is in the spirit of St. Joseph Freinademetz that this Catholic Translation Journal seeks
to be an instrument of dialogue between China and the Catholic Church, China and the
Western World, Christians and non-Christians in China, and among the Catholic faithful
in China. May this journal be a modest contribution to the effort of promoting, sustaining
and deepening this dialogue of life and faith in China.
