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BAJIN AND CHRISTIANITY

Summary

Bajin is one of the great writers in Chinese Modern Literature and
Christianity influenced his thought and works in two ways. When he was a
child, he got some touch with Christianity and had good impression of Bible.
When he studied in France Bajin read avidly Bible. Bajin believed in Anarchy
and was moved by the stories of Russian revolutionists . Because Russia is a
Christian country, the social thoughts of this country have some Christian
spirits. Bajin like reading the works of some great western writers such as
Rousseau and their attitude about Christianity also affected Bajin .The
influence of Christianity to Bajin includes five points. ‘

1 Asceficism Asceticism is an important part of Christian moral, it ask
people give up all perceptual and material appetite for the happy of spirit.
Influenced of Christianity, Russian nihilism contains some asceticism factor.
Bajir: Lias touched many works about nihilist thought and struggle. His wrings
are influenced by asceticism, which is representéd int his works.

2 Philanthropy and Equality Christianity advocate philanthropy and
everyone are equal in the front of God. The personal equality affects all western
culture. Rousseau wanted to establish the religion of human. Anarchy wanted to
establish the society in which everyone has freedom and equality. Bajin recited
the sentence of Bible to express his thought about philanthropy and equality.
The equality of philanthropy is different with Chinese traditional culture, which
means one of different social stratum receives different love.

3 Belief and sacrifice Christianity regards spirit more important than
body and has greatest esteem for martyrdom . This thought was expressed in
the acts of Russian revolutionists that have great impression on Bajin. This kind
of spirit sublimated by passion in Bible. Moreover, martyrdom for belief is
- different from Chinese traditional concept that one should give up his life for
moral.

4 Sin and Penitence ~ Penitence is one of contents of Christian life, and a
way of the westerns’ introspection and purification. Russian revolutionists had
the deep feeling of atoning to people. In his works, Bajin expresses the thought
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that the young who are born in the classes should atone to people for their
families. This thought is also derived from Rousseau and some Russian writers.
He has atoned because he did not carry anarchism out and meditated on the
Chinese characteristic.

5 The Feeling about World and Nation To Christianity, the objects of
philanthropy is all Christianizes. Influenced by Christianity, the Utopia of
anarchists is like the society in Apocalypse to some extent. Bajin used the
sentence in Bible to express his social ideal. He used Biblical stories in his
writings to inspire people’s braveness of resisting Japanese.

The author also point out that the influence of Christianity to Bajin is not a
kind of linear relation. Bajin is an atheist. Though he denied and attacked
Christianity in his wrings, Christian culture did affect his thought and works.
The attitude of Bajin to Christianity is same as the attitude of the Chinese
modern intellectual to the religion. They all tried to make the difference
between cultural spirit and religion naturalization. The new cultural movement
of May.4® is the revolution of revision of value. These Chinese modern
intellectual felt that if they wanted to their country and her people, they must
overthrow traditional moral principles and valuation and seek new one. The
identification of Bajin with Christianity is derived from the their desire of
rebuilding system of valuation.
