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Abstract

The relationship of Christianity and the rise of
Capitalism has long been the focus of western academic
debate. The reason that this issue is important is be-
cause that it concerns both what evaluation we should
make to the social function of Christianity and the key
matter for the modern transition of western society. On
the base of searching Christian teachings, western schol-
ars come to totally different conclusions on the roles
that Protestantism and Catholicism exercised in the
course of the rise of capitalism. However, a basic fact is
that it is nearly simultaneous the zenith of Catholic
powers and the development of European economy hap-
pened during the 12th and the 13th century, and in the
14th century, Capitalism rose silently. All these indicate
that “though Protestantism is a supplementary power to
Capitalism, capitalism may grow up under the Catholi-
cism”. So in what extent the Catholicism hobbled the
capitalist development appeared an open subject.

“Papal Fiscal in the Transition of Western Soci-
ety”, written by Long xiu-qing, is the first treatise in



China to research the role of Catholicism played in the
transition of Western Society from Feudalism to Capi-
talism, which mainly observes and studies the relation-
ship of The Medieval Church headed by Popes with the
emergence of Capitalism through approaching the Papal
financial situation. On the one hand, it describes and
comments i full and accurate detail on the mode and
change of the Papal economic life by doing a quantita-
tive and positive research on the Papal financial sources,
financial policies, fiscal system, income and expenditure
with plenty of data and documents. On the other hand,
by exposing side by side the threads that connect the
Papal capital with capital accumulation, Papal financial
deficit with the Italian aristocrat-capitalists, Papal fi-
nancial practice with the economic principles etc., the
author pointed out the interrelation of the Papal fiscal
with the changing socio-economic circumstances. Apply-
ing this double-way analysis, this book examines the
adaptation of Catholicismn to the rise of capitalism from
a new angle.

The strong arguments of this thesis is that.the Pa-
pal financial power in 13th century and the 14th centu-
ry is the core of the capital original accumulation ; Papal

financial deficit including the practice of Venal Offices

and Monti Policy in 15 — 17 centuries affected the
investment of early capitalists in industry and commerce
on the one hand, and on the other hand, provided ways
for them to ascend to the rank of aristocrat which
greatly benefit to form a favorable socio-cultural circum-
stances of capitalist development, along with the decline
of Spiritual sources in the 15th century, Papal revenues
depended more and more upon the revenues of the Papal
States and credit which led o the changes of Papal fis-
cal system fitting in with the social transition; the
changing economic ethic of Medieval Church ineffec-
tively hindered the capitalist development, and Papacy
repeatedly negated the economic principles they them-
selves wielded, which paved a smooth road for the ap-

pearance of the new ethic.
