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Abstract

Since an essay about language and culture was published in Modern Foreign
Language, the experts in foreign language teaching in China have realized that leaning a
foreign language is not only a process of mastering a language but also one of contacting
and comprehending another culture. Here the introduction of biblical culture to the
Chinese foreign language teaching is aimed to teach the social culture of the target
country by combining the language teaching on one hand, especially the religion culture
of the target country, that is, the biblical culture in the English-speaking countries in this
thesis, with the purpose of strengthening the students’ sensitivity of culture. This agrees
with the aim to cultivate the students’ cultural awareness illustrated in the New
Curriculum Standard issued by Ministry of Education—to have a basic knowledge of the
main religious tradition in the English-speaking countries, to have a basic understanding
of the origins of some important historical events and to comprehend some common
idioms and their cultural connotations.

The close relationship between culture and language determines the essence of
introducing Biblical culture to English teaching; the close relationship between biblical
culture and the English language is unavoidable; the spreading of Christianity culture in
western countries especially in English-speaking countries deepens the influence of the
culture on the language. With the increasing of international communication,
understanding the religious culture of the target country and honouring their religious
belief is the basis of communication. Chinese traditional culture distinguishes much from
Christianity culture. As for the students who learn English so as to make cross-culture
communication, it is essential for them to know the origin of western culture
—Christianity culture.

The six years in secondary school is a critical period of time for cultivating cultural
awareness. The English curriculum covers quite a lot about biblical culture, for instance,
many festivals originated in Bible, idioms originated in Bible, all of which are presented
in the students’ textbook in various forms of language materials. Therefore, it is vital to
introduce some biblical culture to English teaching. Actually, no one has tried doing this
and few students try to get information about biblical culture through. Thus, the religious

culture is lacking in language teaching,.

Introducing the biblical culture can help to arouse the students’ interests in learning
English.

This thesis explores the origin of biblical culture in the English language and its
influence on the language in the following aspects: the everyday life of English-speaking
people, the vocabulary, allusions and proverbs in English, the English literature and the
values of English-speaking people. The thesis studies the status of biblical culture in
English teaching from the perspective of the students’ textbooks and the finds some
practical methods of introducing biblical culture into English teaching.

The methods are illustrated in the thesis as follows. By biblical stories, the students
know about the Bible and learn relevant phrases and allusions;

After being exposed to the practical uses in English, the students seek back their
origin in the Bible resulting in deeper understanding,.

By reading some literature works, the students realize the influence of the Bible on
the writers;

By appreciating the western painting and the building of churches and cathedrals,
the students understand the help of the Bible to pictorial art and architecture.

Through kinds of lectures, the students are interested to know the history of the
Bible, its influence on western laws and on the individual moral values,

The experiment illustrates that the students enjoy learning what is closely related to
culture but that they expect the biblical culture teaching can be combined with the

existent English examinations.

Einstein’s earliest political activity came during the First World War, when he was a
professor In Berlin. Shocked by what he saw as the waste of human lives, he became
involved in antiwar demonstrations. His advocacy of civil disobedience and public
encouragement of people to refuse conscription (fES%) did little to endear him to his
colleagues. Then, following the war, he directed his efforts toward reconciliation and
improving International relations. This, too, did not make him popular, and soon his
politics were making It difficult for him to visit the United States, even to give lectures.
Einstein's second great cans, was Zionism (JLARETE X ) . Although he was Jewish
by descent, Einstein rejected the biblical idea of God. However, a growing awareness of
anti-Semitism (RIEAATE X)) , both before and during the First World War, led him
gradually to identify with the Jewish community, and later to become an outspoken
supporter of Zionism. Once more unpopularity did not stop him from speaking his mind.
His theories came under attack; an anti-Einstein organization was even set up .One man
was convicted of inciting others to murder Einstein. But Einstein remained calm: when a
book was published entitled 100 Authors Against Einstein, he retorted, "If 1 were wrong,
then one would have been enough! " In 1933, Hitler came to power. Einstein was in
America , and declared he would not return to Germany. Then while Nazi militia raided
his house and confiscated his band account, a Berlin newspaper displayed the headline
"Good News From Einstein-He's Not Coming Back." In the face of the Nazi threat,
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Einstein renounced pacifism, and eventually, fearing that German scientists would build a
nuclear bomb, proposed that the United States should develop its own. But even before
the first atomic bomb had been detonated, he was Publicly warning of the dangers of
nuclear war and proposing International control of nuclear weaponry.

When my staffed removed the
covers, they found a pair of glasses lying on top.”

The missionary paused long enough to let his words sink in. Then, still gripped with
the wonder of it all, he continued: folks, when I tried on the glasses, it was as thought
they had been custom-made just for me! 1 want to thank you for being a part of that!?

The people listened, happy for the miraculous glasses. But the missionary surely
must have confused their church with another, they thought. There were no glasses on
their list of items to be sent overseas.

But sitting quietly in the back, with tears streaming down his face, an ordinary
carpenter realized the Master Carpenter had used him in an extraordinary way.

The Last Supper

According to the Bible, the last supper was the traditional Passover meal that Jesus
ate with the Apostles the night before his death. At this supper, according to the Gospels,
Jesus blessed bread and broke it, telling the disciples, “Take, eat; this is my body.” He
then passed a cup of wine to them, saying, “This is my blood.” Jesus’ words refer to the
Crucifixion (#4TFE4E1F32) he was about to suffer in order to atone for (#E5E)
humankind's sins. He told the Apostles, “Do this in remembrance of me.”

The events were described in the New Testament of the Bible. In the Christian faith,
the Last Supper was the last meal Jesus shared with his apostles before his death, The
meal is discussed at length in all four Gospels of the New Testament.

According to tradition, the Last Supper took place in what is called today The Room
of the Last Supper on Mount Zios, just outside of the walls of the Old City of Jerusalem.

It was during this event that Jesus predicied that one of his Apostles would betray
him (it would turn out to be Judas).

The Last Supper has been the subject of many paintings, perhaps the mosi famous
by Leonardo da Vinci. The Last Supper is the subject of a famous wall painting by
Leonardo da Vinci, which shows Jesus Christ and his Apostles scated along one side of a
long table. The Last Supper has also been for other uses, including a list of famous works
of art with this name.

Cathedral architecture

Cathedrals are among the most ambitious buildings, far exceeding the size and
complexity of most other constructions and often requiring many years to complete.

, Romanesque and Gothic cathedral architecture is laid out upon some conventional
ground plans. Cathedrals were and still are costly creations. Their layout isn't a simple

square, but rather a crucifix. Also the stained-glass windows weren't just for decoration,
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they were actually biblical stories drawn out for the illiterate in the Middie Ages.

There are cases when a church or abbey is a comparatively small building (like the
old cathedral at Athens), and some parish churches and abbeys are larger than many
cathedrals.

The essential element of a cathedral is the cathedra, the throne of the bishop. Also,
there are usually 2 separate areas or chapels, one which houses the Blessed Sacrament
(ZEAAL), and the other which is used for the singing of the Holy Office. Non-Cathedral
churches would usually have only one central area. The high altar lies beyond. The
carliest extended development of the eastern end of the cathedral is that which was first
set out in Edward the Confessor's church at Westminster, probably borrowed from the
ancient church of St Martin at Tours; in this church, dating probably back to the 10th
century.

In many countries of the world, the celebration of Christmas on December 25th is a
high point of the year.

From November onwards, it is impossible to forget that Christmas is coming.
Coloured lights decorate many town centres and shops, along with shiny decdrations, and

artificial snow painted on shop windows.
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In streets and shops, 'Christmas trees' (real or plastic evergreen 'conifer’ trees) will
also be decorated with lights and Christmas omaments.

Shopping centres become busier as December approaches and often stay open till
late. Shopping centre speaker systems will play Christmas 'carols’ - the traditional
Christmas Christian songs, and groups of people will often sing carols on the streets to
raise money for charity. Most places of work will hold a short Christmas party about a
week before Christmas. Although traditional Christmas foods may be eaten, drink (and
plenty of it) means that little work will be done after the party!

By mid-December, most homes will also be decorated with Christmas trees,
coloured lights and paper or plastic decorations around the rooms. These days, many
more people also decorate garden trees or house walls with coloured electric lights, a
habit which has long been popular in USA.

In many countries, most people post Christmas greeting cards to their friends and
family, and these cards will be hung on the walls of their homes. In UK this year, the
British Post Office expects 1o handle over 100 million cards EACH DAY, in the three
weeks before Christmas.

The custom of sending Christmas cards started in Britain in 1840 when the first
'Penny Post' public postal deliveries began. (Helped by the new railway system, the
public postal service was the 19th century's communication revolution, just as email is
for us today.) As printing methods improved, Christmas cards were produced in large
numbers from about 1860. They became even more popular in Britain when a card could
be posted in an unseated envelope for one half-penny - half the price of an ordinary letter.

Traditionally, Christmas cards showed religious pictures - Mary, Joseph and baby
Jesus, or other parts of the Christmas story. Today, pictures are often jokes, winter

pictures, Father Christmas, or romantic scenes of life in past times.
