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Abstract

The formal criticism of the Bible is both an old and young learning. according to
the fact that the ancient compilers compiled the Bible in terms of the different literary
types, and the contemporary scholars researched in the Bible with scientific formal
comments, and the formal study of the Bible influenced by the formalism in the 20th
century, we come to a conclusion: a form seems to be an alluring orchid after which
makes the Bible researchers of generations chase. Though formal criticism of the Bible
has been deduced widely and popularly in western academia, the Chinese academia has
little responses to it for the lack of resources and conservative moﬁghts. In the
background of the status, the essay tries to finish some primary task, i.e. outlines the
development history of Biblical formal criticism, explains and appraises its theories and
methods.

Tﬁe essay is composed of three parts: the preface, the text, and the epilogue.

The preface firstly differentiates several confused concepts of “form™. On the basis
of this, the essay defines the formal criticism. Then, it roughly pictures the status of
Biblical formal criticism in western academia and puts forward three directions of what
the essay focuses on by linking to the research in Chinese academia.

The text includes three sections as following:

Section 1: “Source: the consciousness on genres and apperception on form”. This
section summarizes the development of Biblical formal criticism before the 19th
century, expands Robert Lowth’s research achievements in the poetry of the Hebrews,
and points out that partitions on genres and apperceptions on form are the main fields of
formal criticism.

Section 2: “Classical Biblical form criticism”. This section introduces the
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background, the criticizing principles and developing status of classical form criticism,
expounds that genres is an important category, and indicates that genres displacing form
and the stress of of formal criticism being put on genres researches both tally with the
contemporary literary critics” train of thoughts and accord with the research target of
classical form criticism. Taking Genesis32-22-32 as an example, the section clarifies the
methods and categories, i.e. establishes and analyzes literature unit,. exterminates
literary genres, analyzes text background, presumes writers’ intentions, and summarizes
both the success and failure of the theory used in the Bible research.

Section 3: ““Form Criticism and Beyond'”. This section introduces the important
turn, i.e. linguistic turn in western philosophy and aesthetics in the 20th cenrury,
including its impacts and influences on classical form criticism, and points out that
when the tides of linguistic turn approach, classical form criticism must be exceeded
and advanced by both rhetorical criticism and structuralism criticism. The section is
divided into two parts: rhetorical criticism and structuralism criticism. The former
introduces the appearance of rhetorical criticism and its echoes in Bible academia,
defines the rhetoric theory of Bible critics by surveying the development history of
western rhetoric, and demonstrates the rhetoric criticism mode by taking Acts17-16-34
as an example, while latter introduces the principia and the methods of structuralism,
taking Propp’s structural narratology and Lévi-Strauss’s structural mythology as model,
and clarifies the role and function of structuralism on Bible study.

The epilogue re-hackles the developing venation of Biblical formal criticism and
sums up the development of the Biblical literature notions and formal concept contained

in the special developing train thoughts.
