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Abstract: The European society was no longer a Christian world in 20"
century and a variety of new theories challenged Christian doctrine
in many ways. For instance, the sociology of religion sees the
experience of religion as one far from normal. As one of the leading
Catholic theologians in 20™ century, Karl Rahner claims the
experience of transcendence contains in people’ s existence. A man
will not be a true man until he realizes it. Based on this assumption
Rahner makes his well-known words man is the event of God’ s self-
comnunication. He insists when a man, even though he is not a
Christian, acts according to his conscience, he lives out this God’ s
self-communication. From this aspect, man in this category is called
anonymous Christian. In this article, I will try to introduce

Rahner’ s theology on non-Christian from his theological tradition,
philosophical assumption, as well as his view on the relationship

between grace and nature. We can find Rahner not only inherits some



traditions of Catholic theology, but also gives a theoretical ground
for religion inclusivism. At the end of this thesis, I will the
deficiency of neglecting the special religious experience in a

religion in Rahner’ s understanding.
