Stanley Grenz, Women in the Church (InterVarsity Press, 1995) sheds light on Catholic issues
from a Protestant perspective.

Jacqueline Field-Bibb, Women Towards Priesthood {Cambridge University Press, 1991)
documents and interprets movements toward womens ordination in the Methodist,
Anglican, and Catholic churches.

Mark Chaves, Ordaining Women (Harvard University Press, 1997) looks at institutional
changes taking place in churches that allow women to have pastoral roles.

A. M. Allchin and others, A Fearful Symmetry? (SPCK, 1992) presents arguments against
the ordination of women, written by an ecumenical group of women and men,

Robert Kinast, Caring for Society (Thomas More Press, 1985) describes the emergence of
lay ministry in the Catholic Church and develops a biblical and sociological theology
of this new reality.

Peter Gilmour, The Emerging Pastor (Sheed and Ward, 1986) looks at what happens when
sisters replace priests as administrators of rural parishes.

Kenan Osborne, Ministry: Lay Ministry in the Roman Catholic Church (Paulist Press, 1993} is
an exhaustive study of the history and theology of ministry. lay and otherwise.

James and Evelyn Whitehead, The Emerging Laity (Doubleday, 1986) discusses the problems
of leadership and collaboration in a church with both clerical and lay ministers.

Dean Hoge, The Future of Catholic Leadership (Sheed and Ward, 1987) analyzes the priest
shortage with statistical research and discusses options for dealing with it.

Michael Cowan, ed., Alternative Futures for Worship. Volume 6: Leadership Ministry in Com-
munity (Liturgical Press, 1987) contains articles that explore the nature and function of
Christian leadership and suggest new rites for a variety of church ministries.

Jay Dolan and others, Transforming Parish Ministry (Crossroad, 1990) closely examines
the history of Catholic ministry—<lerical, religious, and lay-—in America from 1930
to the present.

Norman Cooper, Collaborative Ministry (Paulist Press, 1993) proposes a model of ministry
based on a universal call to holiness and discipleship.

Greg Dues and Barbara Watkley, Called to Parish Ministry (Twenty-Third Publications, 1995}
invites lay people who feel called to ministry to reflect on their identity, attitude, and
spirituality. :

Zeni Fox, New Ecclesial Ministry (Sheed and Ward, 1997) is a comprehensive overview of
professional lay ministry as it is emerging in the United States.

Loughlan Sofield and Carroll Juliano. Collaboration (Ave Maria Press, 2000) offers practical
advice for developing and maintaining collaborative relationships in ministry.

Michael Christensen, ed., Equipping the Saints (Abingdon Press, 2000) gathers contribu-
tions about ministry based on the priesthood of all believers and ignoring differences
between clergy and laity.

Graham Buxton, Dancing in the Dark (Paternoster Press, 2001) professes to be an exercise
in practical theology treating theological and pastoral aspects of ministry.

Virginia Stillwell, Priestless Parishes (Thomas More. 2002) looks at the phenomenon and
the theology of Catholic parishes without clergy in residence.

Susan Wood, ed., Ordering the Baptismal Priesthood (Liturgical Press, 2003) collects papers
from a conference on the theology of lay and ordained ministry.

Ruth Wallace, They Call Him Pastor (Paulist Press. 2003) examines the phenomenon of
priestless parishes with statistics, sociology, canon law, and anecdotes.

Edward Hahnenberg, Ministries: A Relational Approach (Crossroad, 2003) makes the case for
erasing the line between clergy and laity in a re-visioning of Catholic ministry.
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Co-Workers in the Vineyard of the Lord (USCCB, 2005) outlines the current understanding
and practice of lay ecclesial ministry in the Catholic Church.

Paul Lakeland, Catholicism at the Crossroads (Continuum, 2009) argues that the laity can save
the church from clericalism and irrelevance by demanding transparency in governance
and by engaging in dialogue.

Kathy Hendricks, Parish Life Coordinators (Loyola Press, 2009V is a short and clear introduc-
tion to the ministry of administering parishes that do not have priest pastors.

Zeni Fox, ed., Lay Ecclesial Ministry (Rowman and Littlefield, 2010) assembles articles on lay
leadership from the perspectives of scripture. history, spirituality, and pastoral practice.

Donna Eschenauer and Harold Daly Horrell, eds., Reflections on Renewal (Liturgical Press,
2011) offers reflections on the USCCB document, Co-Workers in the Vineyard of the Lord,
from a variety of practical and theoretical perspectives.

William Cahoy, ed., In the Name of the Church (Liturgical Press, 2012) collects articles on
the vocation of lay ecclesial ministry and its authorization, both canonically and ritually.

Contemporary Issues

Jason Berry, Lead Us Not Into Temptation (Doubleday, 1992) was one of the first books to
thoroughly investigate reports of pedophilia by Catholic priests.

A. W Richard Sipe, Sex, Priests, and Power (Brunner/Mazel, 1995) analyzes the emerging
pedophilia crisis using research data and anecdotal information.

Philip Jenkins, Pedophiles and Priests (Oxford University Press, 1996) reports on the clergy
pedophilia crisis as it appeared in the early 1990s

Stephen Rossetti, A Tragic Grace (Liturgical Press, 1996) is a short, balanced discussion of
child abuse scandals and their effects on attitudes toward the priesthood.

Thomas Plante, ed.. Bless Me Father for [ Have Sinned (Praeger, 1999) presents articles by
psychologists and other professionals involved in treating clergy sex abusers. Sin Against
the Innocents (Pracger, 2004) contains articles that are critical of the church’s failure to
prevent clerical sex abuse, and of its institutional response o the problem.

Ron O'Grady, The Hidden Shame of the Church (WCC Publications, 2001) looks at the problem
of child sex abuse by ministers in many churches and many countries.

Donald Cozzens, Sacred Silence (Liturgical Press. 2002) treats sexual issues in the context
of mstitutional behavior, social change. and moral principles.

Ben Bradlee and others, Betrayal: The Crisis in the Catholic Church (Little, Brown and Company,
2002) documents the abuse of children by priests and the abuse of power by bishops,
leading to scandals in Boston and other dioceses

Len Sperry, Sex, Priestly Ministry, and the Church (Liturgical Press, 2003) briefly but profes-
sionally reviews the major factors involved in sexual misconduct by priests.

Kathryn Flynn, The Sexual Abuse of Women by Members of the Clergy (McFarland and Com-
pany, 2003) is an interdenominational approach to the problem, which 1s as prevalent
in Protestant churches as in the Catholic Church.

Promise to Protect, Pledge to Heal (USCCB, 2003) is a statement of episcopal commitment that
also includes nonms for dealing with allegations of sexual abuse by priests or deacons.
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Donald Boisvert and Robert Goss, eds., Gay Catholic Priests and Clerical Sexual Misconduct
(Haworth Press, 2003) attacks the premise that homosexuals commit pedophilia and
therefore should not be ordained as priests.

R. Karl Hanson, Friedemann Plafflin, and Manfred Lutz, eds., Sexual Abuse in the Catholic
Church (Libreria Editrice Vaticana, 2004) prints proceedings from a Vatican conference
on the abuse of children and young people by Catholic clergy.

Mary Gail Frawley-Odea, Perversion of Power (Vanderbilt University Press, 2007) analyzes the
psychological dynamics of clerical sex abuse, showing how it was enabled by bishops,
laypeople and other priests.

George Wilson, Clenicalism (Liturgical Press, 2008) looks at how clergy and laity adopt
attitudes that lead to the abuse of power and betrayal of trust.

Russell Shaw, Nothing to Hide (Ignatius Press, 2008) discusses the clerical culure of secrecy
in relation to clergy sex abuse.

Nicolas Cafardi, Before Dallas (Paulist Press, 2008) traces the American bishops’ response
to reports of clergy sex abuse before they adopted strict norms for the protection of
children in 2002.

Thomas Plante and Kathleen McChesney, eds., Sexual Abuse in the Catholic Church (Praeger,
2012) examines the decade following the U.S. bishops’ 2002 charter [or protecting
children against sexual abuse by church workers.
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
