Abstract: The twentieth century saw a paradigm shift in christology
from a chnstology determined by the terminology of the Chaleedonian doc-
trine to one with a focus on Jesus in the context of his time. A common
understanding of the theological significance of the historical Jesus, how-
ever, is yet to be achieved. In the last decade three scholars ~ William
Loewe, Brendan Byme and Luke Timothy Johnson - have argued that
the historical Jesus has limited theological significance. This article exam-
ines the way in which these authors understand the relationship between
narrative and history and argues for an interpretive view of that relation- -
ship. The views of Loewe, Byme and Johnson are critiqued from this per-

spective.
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Abstract: This essay first sketches the contrasts between liberal and
communitarian approaches to ethics, represented by Jirgen Habermes and
Stanley Hauerwas respectively, as a contemporary context in which to read
Paul’s ethics. Three sample studies in Paul’ s ethies ( Philippians 2, 1
Corinthians 5, and Romans 14 - 15) then illustrate how the Pauline ma-
terial offers various points of contact with these contrasting approaches to
ethics and the debates between them. Unlike in the recent work of
Douglas Harink, here Paul is not seen as clearly and unambiguously af-
firming the ecclesial ethics of Hauerwas but rather as offering a rather
more diverse range of possibilities and points of critical comparison. In

Abstract: Theologians such as the Dominican Yves Congar (1904 —
1995) and the Jesuit Henri de Lubac (1896 — 1991), become very influ-
ential in French theology. Of comse, Congar and de Lubac were only
two, if no doubt the two greatest, of the French theologians of the genera-
tion that returned from exile with the vision and the scholarship to trans-
form Roman Catholic theology. In effect, their work was to bring the Ro-
man Catholic Church out of the anti — modern and anti — Protestant posi-
tion adopted at the Council of Trent (1545 - 1563) and reaffirned at the
Vatican Council (1869 — 1870) . This generation of theologians, support-
ed by the immediately preceding one, engaged in a great deal of fresh
study of the source texts of Christianity, and through this study provided

the Church with many new resources.

God' s speaking (* revelation’) and being understood (*theology’).”
Hursan nature, similarly, “in all its forms is understood as the essential
language of the Logos.” Here, initially, we catch sight of the deep con-
cem in Balthasar’ s thought to sustain an openness 1o the world. Such
concern arises from a commitment, formed along with de Lubac, to eraze
the bastions of fear which had kept the Church isolaied from its eultural
and philosophical environment, and had thereby prevented it from engag-
ing freely and redemptively with the world. Balthasar sets out with the
bald and consciously “catholic” desire to embrace “all human thinking”
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and to trace “human nature” through the diverse forms in which it comes
to expression.

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Abstract: In the Catholic tradition, the devotion o the saints plays
an important role. The famous Spanish missionary Francis — Xavier, after
his apostolate all over Asia, died finally in 1552 on the island of Shang-
chuan, in Guandong pmvince. During his lifetime, many had already
held him a saint. In 1622, Rome officially recognized his holiness. Al-
fonso Vagnone, an ltalian Jesuit and missionary in China, was the first to
write a short biography of the saint in Chinese language, in 1629. In or-
der to commemorate the fifth hundred anniversary of the birth of Francis ~
Xavier, the author has made here a short presentation of this work, has
punctuated the original text, and added some notes. This biography may
usefully remind scholars that miracles were an important compenent of the
faith of the missionaries at that time and that they were transmitted without

shame .
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Abstract: This paper researches the activities of Ferdinad Verbiest
in China. His activities and siudies in China and later in Europe marked

the beginning of sinology in France.
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Abstract: Vincent Lebbe 15 a well — known Catholic missionary in
Chinese modem history. He was a promoter of dialogue and exchange be-
tween the Catholic tradition and Chinese society. He finally became a
Chinese citizen, Vincent Lebbe came to China for the first time during
1902 ~ 1920 when there was dramatic transformation of the entire society.
It also witnessed the gradual inculturation of Catholicism in China, espe-
cially in Tianjin. During this period, Vincent Lebbe spread the gospel in
Tianjin and other cities and stayed in Tianjin for more than ten years. Af-
ter he became a Chinese, he also called himself “Tianjinese” , which def-
initely showed his great passion for Tianjin. The inculturation of Catholi-
cism in Tianpin and other cities by Vincent Lebbe not only played an im-
portant role in Catholic evangelization, but also had significant influence
on the transformation of Tianjin society in late Qing and early Republic.
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Abstract: Since ancient times there exists a hasic conviction, com-
mon to all major religions and worldviews, that each human person is
longing for a transcendent and unchangeable reality, where all the suffer-
ings and agonies of human life find their positive fulfillment.

Certain aspects of Christianity, especially its relative pessimism about the
human condition, constantly impeded its progress in China and contribut-
ed to its episodic persecution. Nevertheless, despite these difficulties,
Christianity flourished and spread for centuries in China because of the
way it spoke about and contributed to serving needs neglected by the in-
digenous religions. In the Christian doctrine of the transcendent, Chinese
found the sophisticated personal eschatology its culture lacked. The
Christian theology of heaven and hell assured reward to the righteous and
retribution to the wicked. The doctrine of eternal life offered hope to those
who had to struggle against evil and disappointment in this life. Without
negating its central message of love as the reward for the good life, Chris-
tianity always addressed the abiding human problem of selfishness and
greed. It offered a way to transcend these in this life through service and
attention to others and the promise of etemal happiness in the afterlife.

We need to undemstand that all religions have something in common;
they have developed in some cases similar teachings and institutions and
inculcate much the same ideas of ethics. At the same time, it does not
follow that they are the same. Beneath the superficial similarities we often
find radical differences, for example in the areas saintliness, spiritual
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maslery and authentic discernment of the choice spirits. Christianity has
its own very special coninbution to make regarding the most important as-
pects of human values and choices in the Chinese cultural context.

Christianity and Christian ethics is not native to China, and is per-
ceived to be foreign. So in this research, our focus is limited to three
points: firstly, it is necessary that Chrnstianity and Christian ethics, like
any foreign culture, should be introduced and understood through China’
s native interpretative schema. Secondly, the metaphysical dimension of
Christian ethics should be emphasized in the study of the “form” of West-
em thought. And thirdly, Christian Ethics should be inculturated for
practical “use” to enrich China’s secular ethics.
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Abstract: Through investigating the history and the reality of the
Congregation of the Presentation of Mary of the Shanghai Diocese, this
paper presents the historical development of the Chinese Catholic women
orders and discusses the significant role that the Chinese Catholic women
orders have played in Chinese society.

Such problems have slowed the development of the Chinese Catholic wom-
en orders, and the church authorities concemed should pay a good deal of
attention to them.

This
incredible combination of science and theology is not only helpfal for our
knowledge and understandings of Christianity, but it also contributes to
our understanding of absurdity and fickleness in contemporary Chinese so-
ciety.
