Abstract: The History of humankind in past and present is marked
by religious wars and the violence of religions. The coexistence of
religions does not seem in fact to be favorable for the promoting of
humanity , for the movement toward living together in community worthy of
humanity.

Factually, Balthasar * s
Theological Aesthetics, as the first part of his great pulchrum — bonum -
verum trilogy, was the Apologetics, both the foundational (the theory of
vision) and the dogmatic {the theory of enrapturing). Its core was a
Christology .

The usual
routes, passing through India and Tibet, Central Asia or Siberia, were
either unpractical or inconvenient. However, these Jesuits contributed
greatly to geographic discovery. Their explovations of Persia, Central
Asia, Russia, Siberia, West — north of India and West of China were
. pioneering undertakings in modern history.  Jesuit travel records
undoubtedly provided precious geographic information for modern
European geographers in their efforts to explore Asia and chart it

accurately . Since this contribution of the Jesuits 15 not familiar to Chinese
y
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readers, this paper attempts gives a survey of their explorations.
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Abstract:; Dueshu, written by Han Lin who is a Chinese catholic
believer, could be seen as a model for understanding the thoughts of
Chinese Cathotic Believers for it involves Confucian doctrines and Catholie
teaching. This dissertation compares Duoshu with similar literature and
contemporary texts, and hased on this, it detects a common conceming of
Confucianism and Catholicism leading to a *new issue’ which is rooted in
Catholicism. As a result, we find that “Love Heaven  was the ' new
issue’ which Chinese catholic believers frequenily discussed during the
Late of Ming Dynasty. Finally, this thesis suggests that along with
insights from contemporary studies the comparison between Confucianism

and Catholic should be based on the analysis of the historical texts.

Abstract: In the early 13th century, European Catholicism began to
come in contact with Mongolia. The Roman Pope, Innocent IV, sent a
Franciscan to persuade the Mongolia aristocrats not to use their army to
conquer Christian countries. Later on, a French King, called Louis IX,
sent another Franciscan to seek the cooperation of the Mongolian army in
the fight against Islamic countries. These initiatives failed. Roman
Catholic missionaries were invited to China by the Emperors of the Yuan
Dynasty after Mongolian rule in the Middle China. This, Catholicism was
officially introduced to China and spread. This development resulted from

many factors and it is worth discussing them.,
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Abstract: This essay takes the Tian Ru Tong Yi Kao of Zhang
Xingyao, who was a catholic living in Hangzhou during early Qing
dynasty, as a case study. At first, it describes in detail the proceas of
Zhang’ s conversion and analyses the reasons. Then it researches Zhang s
identity on the basis of a study of Tian Ru Tong Yi Kao. This essay takes
Tian Ru Tong Y1 Kao as a help in elucidating the problem which the
Catholics during early Qing dynasty faced, namely, the choice between
Confucian tradition and Catholic faith. How to choose between tradition
{ Confucian) and faith {Catholic)? From Tian Jiao He Ru, Tian Jiac Bu
Ru to Tian Jiao Chao Ru, Zhang contends that Catholic faith not only
accords with Confucian tradition but also transcends it in some places. In
defining the relationship between Catholic faith and Confucian tradition,

Zhang understands, the Confucian tradition to be included in Catholic
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Faith. He not omly identifies Confucian tradition but also elucidates
Catholic faith . Accordingly for Zhang, Catholic faith never conflicts with
Confucian tradition. Analyzing Zhang' s position will be helpful to
understand the thinking and beliel of Chinese Catholics during Early Qing
dynasty .
