I had
never before appreciated that symbol with such depth.

I suspect that this paper will be just the beginning of your work, and that it
will expand and refine itself in many ways over the years.

The main suggestion that I would like to make is that you might find it useful
to familiarize yourself with the work of Jean Gebser. I would suggest that you
start with a book called Structures of Consciousness. by Georg Feuerstein. I think
that this would help you in sorting out the various levels of insight that you are
integrating into the wonderful web of your understanding and your paper. I don’t
think that you have to do this work now. because vour paper is great as it stands,
but that you might find it helpful in your further work after this paper.

I mentioned during class the issue of the “pre-trans fallacy.” but it really
seems rather irrelevant to me now that I've finished your paper. The main idea of
the pre-trans fallacy is that we ought to avoid the sense that the new paradigm
which is developing is a return to any of the old paradigms. and to emphasize that
it’s something new,a higher turn of the spiral. I think that your paper certainly
brings out the newness and the integrative power of the new consciousness that is
emerging.

There is one, very tiny, point about vocabulary that I want to point out.
Somewhere towards the end of your paper you speak about ‘“sustainable
development.” That phrase is a phrase that business interests use to try to
“greenwash” the idea of industrial development. The point is that “industrial
development” is inherently un-sustainable. So I'd watch out for that particular
phrase, and use something like “a sustainable way of life” instead.

It is wonderful for me to see that Catholicism, in spite of its rampant
“Churchism” is bringing forth wonderful teachers and ministers like you.
