The two former issues of this journal were special collections. Issue
number 86 was a coilection of papers and talks from the t6th Theological .
-Workshep  with the main theme "Christian-Lay Spirituality and Basic"
Ecclesial Communities”. Issue number 87 was dedicated to the
commemoration of the late Father Vincent Lebbe, the great missionary of
China in this century, and of the iate Cardinal Thomas Tien, SVD, the f!rstﬂ'.
purple dignitary of the Church in-Asia:(and in Africa). it was composed of
eleven papers: six on Fr. Lebbe and Cardinal Tien, five on priestly vdcation
and the Church's ministry. Archbishop Lekwang, the President of Fujen
Catholic University, sponsored and personally directed this commemorative

Symposium. :

With the preseni issue number 88, the journal returns to its regular
format, i.e. @ collection of articles from gifferent theclogical fields. This
issue is composed of nine articles: four are concerned with biblical studies,
one each in the fields of moral theology, Church history, and pastoral
theology, and two on inculturation. A short introduction to each of these
writings foHows

The article by Mrs. Theresa Wong on “The Parames of Jesus: A History
of Interpretation”, describes the main feature of the Lord's preaching and its
interpretation from the beginning of Christianity up until the 20th century.
Her critical remarks will help readers to get the most out of the positive
contributions made by biblical scholars. At the same time, they will make
readers aware of the limits of each interpretation 55 as to remain open to a
continued exploration of the richness of Jesus' parables.

The second biblical study is by the Rev. Joseph Au, professor of Holy
Scripture at Pius X Seminary in Tainan. Rev. Au focuses on "the hope of
tsrael”, “the Kingdom ¢of G2d", and “the resurrection of the dead”, three
expressions which he terms “triune-one” cencepts in theotogy. The author
supports his thesis with arguments drawn from the Old Testament prophets,
the Acts of the Apostles, and finally from the preaching of St Paul. it
provides an interesting way of tracing God's revelation progressing step by
Step towards greater spiritualization and its reaching out to embrace the
whole of humankind.

The article by Fr. Richard Wang, SJ, rector of the Tien Egucational
Center and entitied "The Holy Spirit and the Blessed Virgin Mary in the
works of Luke®, is 2 short but guite illuminating piece. It centers on the
Lucan accounts of the Annunciation, the Visitation of Mary to Elizabeth, and
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Pentecost. The analysis of these three passages and of their literary
structure, especially of the Annunciation and Pentecost, provide a sound
biblical basis for the Christian veneration of Mary as mother of the Saviour
and as mother of the Church.

The article on moral theology entitled “The Principle of Double Effect
and Theories for its Correction” is the contribution of a Mennonite pastor,
Timothy Liau; presently a Phd candidate at Notre Dame University, indiana, a
faithfut-contributor to our collectariea (see his contributions in issues 79,
81, 83, and B5).-In the preface. of issue number 81 and 83, the editor
mlstakenly introduced him as a Presbyterian since he both studied and
taught in the Presbyterian seminaries in Taipei, Tainan, and Yu-Shan. Having
finally realized that Timothy is definitely a Mennonite pastor, we.apolegize
for: eur past misstatements
