Conversion or Rebellion: Deconstruction of Jane Eyre with Bible

Abstract: Jane Eyre, though embodied in the atmosphere of the Bible, is the focus of argument owing to

its sense of religion and that of its author’s. With analysis of narrtive structure of the novel, the love sto-

ry between Jane and Rochester which experiences the process of Paradise Lost and Paradise Regained

proves to be the imitation of the Bible. The scene of Eden and Jane’s leaving and returning, however, o-

verturns the Bible’s archetypal image. The cause of conflicting sense of religion lies in that the novel

contains femanie consciousness, which is in close contact with theology, and such contact leads to intri-

cate Bible complex. Jane Eyre, therefore, is the artistic “feminie theology”.
