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Construction of Catholic Church in Xin’an Village:
Western Pattern Built by Technology of Chinese Style
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Abstract Church buildings in Shanxi Province developed sharply from 1840 to 1924, and most churches of this time imitated
the form of traditional European churches. However, in inland area, different from cities opening commercial ports,
immigrated buildings were restricted more by local material and technologies, and the immigration was accomplished
following the comprehension of local craftsmen. Taking Catholic Church in Xin'an Village, Shuo County, Shanxi Province
as the case, this article analyzes how to realize western pattern with fraditional concepts and local tfechnologies in church,
the building type infroduced from other countries, and aftempts to find local basic conception and character, so as to
provide reference for modern architectural creation seeking localization.
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
